Port tenants boost employment in area

An annual employment survey by the Port of Ana-
cortes showed a net increase of 73 jobs generated from
tenants in 2008 over 2007.

Despite the fact that Secret Harbor School is no
longer a Port tenant, there were 741 jobs generated by

tenants in the Anacortes area. Total tenant employment
levels were 916 employees for all of their locations.

The largest tenant employer is Dakota Creek Indus-
tries (DCI), which added 105 jobs in 2008 for a total
of approximately 340 employees.
